TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (TIP)
MAPS, FINANCIAL PLANS, AND CRITERIA
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The Salt Lake/ West Valley and the Ogden/ Laytorbddized Area Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP) is a six-year program of highwaynsig and other transportation projects along the
Wasatch Front. Projects included in the prograrh imiplement the Regional Transportation Plan and
address the short-range needs of the Region.

2015-2020 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP)

Last fall, as the WFRC staff initiated the procémsthe 2015-2020 TIP, they requested that potkntia
project sponsors submit “Letters of Intent” for jeis they wanted considered for the available STP,
CMAQ, and TAP funds.

A list of all the projects submitted was presentiedhe Technical Advisory Committees, the Salt Lake
County, Davis County, and Weber Area Councils of&oments (COGs), and Trans Com for review.

Projects submitted were reviewed for eligibilitydasponsors submitted a “Project Evaluation Concept
Report.” WFRC Staff evaluated each project submhitd the projects were listed in order of an
approved criteria score, to be used as a tool éenpitoject selection process. The information was
presented to the TAC’s along with additional infation to facilitate them in identifying the projedb

be recommended. The recommendations were presemtedch of the COGS for any input and all

information was presented to Trans Com to makeeptapcommendation to the Regional Council to be
included in the draft STP, CMAQ, and TAP prograras the Draft 2015-2020 TIP. Under delegated

authority from the Regional Council, Trans Com wbtlien approve the draft TIP for public review and

comment. Following the public process, the draft Bnd any comments received, along with an
appropriate response, was presented to the TA@ssTCom, and the Regional Council for approval to
be included in the Statewide Transportation Impnoeet Program (STIP) and submitted to Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal TransdirAinistration (FTA) for approval and adoption.

SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM (STP)

The Wasatch Front Regional Council is responsibtepfogramming Surface Transportation Program
(STP) funds for the Salt Lake/ West Valley and @gden/ Layton Areas. These funds may be used for
constructing new streets or widening, improvingyexsonstruction existing streets classified asriatte

or collectors on the federal aid eligible systenn addition, STP funds can be used for bridge

replacement projects and projects which reducdidrdemand, such as transit capital improvements,
ridesharing promotion, intersection improvementad ather projects as provided for in federal

legislation. Areas where the funds may not be usedild include projects such as roadway

maintenance, capacity improvements not on the preise of the Regional Transportation Plan, or
project costs prior to an approved environmentaudwent unless approved by the Regional Council, etc
A list of the STP funded projects and project dggioms can be found in Section V of this document.

Historically the urban area STP funds for the Wasdtront Area have been programmed and used
primarily on capacity, operations, and reconstaurctiype projects. Some funds have also been wused f
studies, right of way, and transit-related projects

Quality Program (CMAQ) funds for the Salt Lake/ W¥&slley and the Ogden/ Layton Areas. These
funds must be used for projects which will impraaie quality by reducing pollutant emissions from
transportation sources. They can be used foritraeagital projects, such as the purchase of basdise
construction of park-and-ride lots, for operatirsgiatance for new transit service, to construcepgn
and bicycle facilities, and other projects. They @lso be used for traffic control measures, |asch
traffic signal coordination, intersection improveams and incident management provided these pgoject
can demonstrate air quality improvements.

These funds are new
as of the approval of MAP-21. The TAP program aepk the Transportation Enhancement (TE)
program and focuses the project improvements teethioat would encourage bicycle and pedestrian use.
These funds may be used for construction, planr@ng,design of on-road and off-road trail facibtier
pedestrians, bicyclists, and other non-motorizeun$o of transportation, including sidewalks, bicycle
infrastructure, pedestrian and bicycle signaldfitraalming techniques, lighting and other safetiated
infrastructure that will provide safe routes fomndrivers, transportation projects to achieve coamgle

Projects to use these funds are selecte
throughout the state as the priorities are idesttifi In the Salt Lake/ West Valley and the Ogdeaytan
Urbanized Areas, the WFRC, UDOT, and the TransportaCommission cooperatively develop the
programs. Major projects in the Areas will involvehabilitation and safety improvements for the

This program includes Se&R09 and Section 5307 capital grants for the Utah
Transit Authority, Section 5339 also contributeghte capital grants for UTA, the Section 5310 paogr
for enhanced mobility of seniors and individualghadisabilities. A brief description of each prcijés
included.

FINANCIAL PLAN

The purpose of the Financial Plan is to show thiaen current and anticipated funding levels, ptge
listed in the TIP can be built. Specifically, thaancial Plan must show that all of the projegsdiin

the Air Quality Conformity Analysis can be fundedll of the projects listed in the TIP are fundediw
the sources listed in the previous section.

The WFRC is responsible for recommending the U®aR, CMAQ, and TAP programs in consultation
with the Local Governments, UDOT, and UTA. Thegejgrts use federal funds and have local
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sponsors, whether they are a local government (@patity), county, or the state. The sponsorshef t
STP, CMAQ, or the TAP programmed projects havecathmitted to the local match and all project
costs up and through an approved environmentalrdeoti unless otherwise directed by the Regional
Council.

The UDOT and the Utah State Transportation Comurissire responsible for programming other
federal-aid highway programs in the Salt Lake/ Wéatey and the Ogden/ Layton Areas in cooperation
with WFRC. UDOT and the Commission program tlaeshighway user revenues throughout the state.
UDOT uses its share of the state highway user reveand state general fund revenue for both its
operating expenses and the match for its projattiederal programs. Local agency sponsors of other
federal-aid highway projects are responsible forvpling the matching funds for their projects.

For transit related projects, UTA develops the fabizansit programs in the Salt Lake/ West Vabeyl

the Ogden/ Layton areas in cooperation with the WFRJTA uses a portion of the local sales tax for
matching its federal funded transit programs. UD@dgrams Section 5310 funds (Elderly Persons and
Persons with Disabilities). Each of these fundanggrams will be explained in more detail latetthe
report. The agency receiving the funds is requioggrovide the match.

The list of all financially feasible projects, astéd in the 2015-2020 TIP, was used in the aidiyua
analysis and documented in the Draft Air Qualitynvgandum Number 31a, August 28, 2014.

Funding summaries of the Salt Lake/ West Valley tredOgden/ Layton Area STP, CMAQ, and TAP
Programs are shown in the following tables ((STPIdg) 4.1, 4.2, (CMAQ Tables) 4.3, 4.4, (TAP
Tables) 4.5, 4.6). The anticipated annual appomient is shown for each area in each year of the
program. The available funds are then based omapertioned funds plus the previous year's balance
The tables show the scheduled total federal fuad#hk projects programmed each year. The balaihce
funds indicates the amount of federal funding adéd to be carried to the following year. Finallye
local match (6.77%) required for the federal furstheduled is shown along with the combined
local/federal amount. Note that the local matchoant does not include additional funds a project
sponsor applies to a project either prior to whaa federal funds become available or in response to
shortfall of programmed project funds.

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IMPACTS OF THE TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

The TIP includes projects to implement the Regiofransportation Plan (RTP) and to meet the shogea
needs of the area.

Transportation System Management (TSM) projects tamse which improve operation without adding
capacity. Some TSM-type projects are funded withAQ funds. The six-year program in the Salt LaWé#st
Valley Area has $ 18 million in CMAQ funds for exysaon of advanced traffic management systems, aad o
$ 16 million in CMAQ funds and $20 million in STRrfds for intersection improvements. In the Ogdeaa
there is over $9 million programmed for TSM progett CMAQ funds for the expansion of CommuterLink i
Davis and Weber Counties and approximately $20anilior intersection improvements with STP and CMAQ
funds.

The Region's Transportation Plan recommends thasitrservice be expanded to reduce traffic corgesind

to improve mobility. The Utah Transit Authority'Sransit Development Program (TDP) includes
recommendations for expanding service to meet ttoavigg demands of the region. Besides service
improvements, the TDP also recommends projectadeease UTA's reliability and efficiency, includinige
purchase of new buses and support vehicles andgtadlation of ITS / APTS equipment.

The TIP contains several projects that will redenergy use and improve air quality. Federal agjgots such
as rideshare promotion, commuter parking lots, teanasit enhancements will do so by encouragingshideang
and transit use. Many other projects on the TIlPreduce emissions by improving traffic flow.

CONGESTION MANAGEMENT

The Salt Lake/ West Valley and the Ogden/ Laytoea&rare experiencing relatively high growth in gapon,
employment, and travel demand. This growth isigted to continue throughout the next six yearghidle
miles of travel (VMT) increased and increasing asign has resulted.

The WFRC adopted a Congestion Management Proc@dB)(@ October 1997 to address these congestion
problems. The CMP was updated in 2004. The CMRides recommendations for reducing traffic demand
and improving traffic operations on existing stee@tcluding non-traditional transportation stragsg Actions

to implement these demand-reducing strategies aedatonal improvements are reviewed and incorpdrat
into each highway widening or construction projeatiuded in the TIP. Projects scheduled specifjctd
reduce demand and improve operations include trasesivice expansion, rideshare promotion, signal
coordination, and intersection improvements, amotiters. These efforts will result in a more e,
balanced transportation system.

The CMP identifies where system operation and icafemand strategies alone are unable to meetefutur
demand without additional capacity. All of thex@e Occupant Vehicle (SOV) capacity-increasinggmts in

the TIP were identified in the CMP. The highwaypjpcts programmed in the TIP that increase capacéyo
alleviate congestion on the selected routes. Aisasonable Transportation System Management (Té3id)
Transportation Demand Management (TDM) improvemearts identified for incorporation into capacity
increasing projects.

Regional Transportation Plan (RTP). The conforngdgtermination was conducted for all required asialy
years and pollutants and shows that the RTP cosfaonthe emission budget established by the State
Implementation Plan or other applicable air quataggulations. All projects in the TIP are deriviedm the
RTP. Therefore no additional regional emissiora\ais is required. According to Section 93.12@)&f the
Transportation Conformity Rule (40 CRF part 93)h&TTIP may be demonstrated to [conform] . . . witho
new regional emissions analysis if the regionalssions analysis already performed for the plan apgdies to
